SPACING

ICON
The icon can be used 
independently for things 
like caps, stickers, 
coasters, mugs, and 
other materials.



PATTERN
The geometric pattern 
can also be used as a 
decorative element. 
The general rule is to 
have the thicker lines 
frame the structure 
while the thinner lines 
are in the middle to 
give the pattern depth 
and dimension.

ILLUSTRATION
The geometric pattern 
can also be used to 
create illustrations and 
icon sets. This follows the 
same rule as the 
patterns: thick lines for 
the structure and thinner 
lines for the details.



SUB-BRANDS
If the logo is to be used 
alongside a sub-brand, 
this is the format that 
should be used. A line 
divides the main logo and 
the secondary logo.
The main logo is fluid and 
can also take the 
secondary logo’s color
so it looks like part of the 
same family.
